
~Preschool Camp Guidelines~
Our Preschool Camp is a place where students can build friendships and enjoy engaging activities. While
the daily rhythm is similar to the school year, it does not include our regular curriculum. Staff members
do speak French with campers, but not in the structured way it is taught during the school year. Children
will enjoy creative projects, outdoor play, and hands-on fun throughout the day.
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Hours of Operation
Camp Hours: 8:30 am – 5:00 pm
Drop-off: 8:30 – 9:00 am (back black
gate)
Pick-up: 3:00 – 5:00 pm (back black gate)
Early/Late Arrivals: Between 9:00 am –
3:00 pm, check in/out through the front
office
Late Pick-up Fee: $2.00 per minute after
5:00 pm (with a phone call home)
Children may arrive or leave at any time
during operating hours

What to Bring Daily
Water bottle
Sunscreen & hat
Doudou/lovey (if needed)
Blanket + crib-size sheet in a bag (no pillows)
2 full changes of clothes (socks, underwear, shirt, pants)
Diapers (if needed, provided weekly)
Large zip-lock bag labeled with child’s name (for soiled clothes)
Lunch box with healthy food (Girard Gourmet not available)

Note: Uniforms are not required. Camp can get messy/wet, so dress accordingly. All shoes
must be closed-toe for safety.

Most activities will be held outdoors,
weather permitting.
Student–teacher ratio: max 12–14 students
with 2 assistant teachers.
Snacks provided (morning & afternoon).
Lunch: 11:45 am – 12:15 pm (home lunch
required).
Nap: 12:30 pm – 2:30 pm (all students).
